1.2 In exercising the designated authority in this Order, the designee shall be
governed by the rules and regulations of DOE, and the policies and procedures
prescribed by the Secretary of Energy or Deputy Secretary of Energy.

1.3  Nothingin this Order shall be construed to supersede or otherwise interfere with
the authorities provided to the Administrator, National Nuclear Security
Administration (NNSA) by law or by delegation. Furthermore, nothing herein
constitutes authority to exercise authority, direction, or control of an employee
of NNSA or its contractors.

. AUTHORITY TO REDESIGNATE. This designation may be redesignated or
delegated as allowed by 10 CFR Parts 820, 824, and 851.
